71 Republic day was celebrated in the College.
Student parliament members made arrangements on
the previous day for the celebration. Prime Monitor
Suraj Pal Singh and Deputy Prime Monitors Swati and
Jeevita hoisted the Tricolor.

Dy. PM Jeevita spoke about Republic day. Asst Prof Anil speaking on the occasion briefed the
students about the importance and history of Republic Day. He said that though India existed before
British it wasn't politically integrated, only regional interests of the Indians rulers was in the forefront.
This was one of the reasons for the failure of 1857 uprising. He said that the British had the taste of
power after winning the battles of Plassey and Buxar in 1757 and 1764
respectively. The British crown ruled India from 1858 to 1947. Rise of Indian
national congress, in 1885, led to a stronger struggle for freedom. Arrival of
Gandhi in 1920's added vigor to the National Freedom Movement. When
India got Independence, there was a need for a common rule for the entire
region of India. Constituent assembly had a Drafting Committee, headed by
Dr. B R Ambedkar, for framing a Constitution for India. The constitution was
signed on 26™ November 1949, and it came into force on 26™ Jan 1950. This
date (26th January 1950) was chosen to immortalize the ‘Declaration of
Poorna Swaraj’ on 26" January 1929 in the Congress session. He told
students to read and follow Constitution as it protects the rights of Indian
citizens. India is guided by the values mentioned in the Constitution.

Principal speaking on the occasion spoke about the tricolor where saffron speaks about the
sacrifice and courage, white signifies peace, green signifies development and prosperity and Asoka Chakra
signifies duty. Director wished all a happy Republic Day and said that it is our duty to remember all the
leaders who led the struggle for freedom and built our nation. He asked all students to do their duty
sincerely and that is the way to serve nation.

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“Food provider should not be treated like a beggar’ - Dr. Vasanth Kumar

Dr. Vasanth kumar, Director, Greenlifescience Technologies,
addressed the UG students on the occasion of the Valedictory of
Youth Festival and the Inauguration of the Add-On Courses:
AgriCom, Social Business and Functional English. He was
commenting on the poor status of the farmers who produce food
for the nation. The farmer should be respected for his work which
ensures peace, strength and sovereignty of the nation through
food security.

Kannada Rajyothsava awardee, Kannada Kanmani and
winner of Leading Scientist of the World award spoke about the
evolution of agriculture and how important it is for us to thank the
farmer who toils hard to provide food for ever growing population.
It took almost 65 years for the Indian Government to pass the Food
Security Bill which ensures Right to food for every citizen of India. He spoke about the Green Revolution,
initiated by the Former Prime Minister of India Smt. Indira Gandhi, through which the farmer could grow
crops with the help of the latest research findings.

He expressed distress over the present situation of farmers who are ignorant of the various
diseases afflicting the crops and who seek the help of pesticide dealers to save crops. If the farmer is
given proper guidance, he could provide affordable, poison free, nutritious food without the use of
chemicals and harmful pesticides. A plant doctor himself, he has discovered many solutions to the
problems faced by the farmer which he is presently sharing with the farmers in the United States. Indian
Farmers have to be empowered through knowledge of innovative practices in agriculture, encouraged to
start nursery of their own and also to grow a variety of fruits and flowers.

He was appreciative of his son’s contribution to the field of agriculture, by linking the farmers to
the scientists through the use of cell phones, an important breakthrough for which the later won the first
prize from the University of Pennsylvania. He advised the students that hardware and software are
important but without food we are nowhere.

Hon. Secretary, GSSS Institutions, Smt. Vanaja B Pandit, present on the occasion, said that it was
an eye opening session which the students listened with rapt attention.

Dr. Prabhakara KV, Director of SSFGC, in his concluding remarks said that the evening was special
with the presence of great scientist and human being Sri. Vasanth Kumar. He was full of praise for the
person who gave up a lucrative job, to rescue farmers from various agriculture related troubles through
his research work. Today thousands of farmers have benefitted from it.
