proteins. The agent stimulates the body's immune system to recognize the agent as a threat,
destroy it, and to further recognize and destroy any of the microorganisms associated with that
agent that it may encounter in the future. Vaccines can be prophylactic (to prevent or ameliorate
the effects of a future infection by a natural or "wild" pathogen), or therapeutic (to fight a disease
that has already occurred, such as cancer).

Rabindranath Tagore, born on 7t May,
1861, was a Bengali polymath - poet, writer,
playwright, composer, philosopher, social
reformer and painter. He reshaped Bengali
literature and music as well as Indian
art with Contextual Modernism in the late
19th and early 20th centuries. Author of the
"profoundly sensitive, fresh and beautiful
verse" of Gitanjali, he became in 1913 the

first non-European to win the Nobel Prize in Literature.

The essence of Tagore’s poem ‘Where the Mind is
Without Fear’ is a driving force even today. That which
consumes the mind controls the life. If the mind is fed with fear
then life will eventually lack the freedom of thoughts and
expression. These famous lines of Tagore speak of a mind which
should be free from the fear of any evil force. Be it from the
shackles of social evils or any manipulative power or from
superstitions, a fearless mind achieves the desired goals and
freedom. A mind without fear is thus the source of knowledge
and wisdom.
